immigration of German settlers from Poland and Prussia, lasting until at820
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1915 — 1921 Exile, World War I, German, and then Polish, occupation, the division of Volhynia by the

Treaty of Rigal1921 The western part became ,Polish Volhynia“ with those parishes now under the
Warsaw Consistory, and the eastern part became ,Ukrainian (sometimes referred to as ,Russian“) Volhynia“
which remained within the St. Petersburg Consistory.
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1939- Outbreak of World War II; resettlement of Germans in Polish Volhynia to Warthegau and elsewhere.

1943— about 40,000 Germans of Ukrainian Volhynia fled the Soviet Union with the retreating Wehrmacht.
Parishes cease to exist.
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
